The Third Quarter Summary of volunteer
hours from Volunteer Recognition
coordinator Betty Forbes shows that there
are currently 175 individuals giving time
to our library.

The
Third Quarter saw 29 100-hour increments
giving contribution of $725 to the library
by the Friends.
